What is the Beep Test? The multistage fitness test (Beep test) is a commonly used maximal running aerobic fitness test.
The test subjects stand behind one line facing the 2nd line (which is 20 meters away), and begin running when instructed
by the voice on the cd. The speed at the start is quite slow. The subject continues running between the two lines, turn-
ing when signaled by the recorded beeps. After each minute there is an increase in speed which represents a new level.
If the line is not reached in time for each beep, the subject must run to the line turn and try to catch up with the pace
within 2 more ‘beeps’. Also, if the line is reached before the beep sounds, the subject must wait until the beep sounds.
The test is stopped if the subject fails to reach the line (within 2 meters) for two consecutive ends.

The test consists of 23 levels. International umpires are required to achieve a minimum of level 7. Also top international
players are expected to get levels 10 and up. Netball America has been introducing these tests in to the clubs across
the nation and this is also a mandatory requirement for Netball America umpires.

The 3 top Netball America members holding the beep test records are: Rebecca Moody (level 11.7), Michelle
(Level 10.5) and Louise Medora (Level 10.4).
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
